DETAILS: 

The 
campaign asks individuals and organizations to donate packages of new underwear and socks 
for public schools in Campbell County.  
 
Bras and underwear are also 
accepted. Public elementary, middle and high schools in Campbell County will receive the 
underwear and socks.

PURPOSE: 
• Educate public about a real, often overlooked, need in our schools. Being able to provide 

new underwear and socks will help keep children in the classroom.   
• The goal of Family Resource Centers is to minimize factors outside the classroom that keep 

kids from learning.   
• The need is great. One hundred or more pairs of underwear and socks are given out every 

month at schools to children in need. 
• Children need underwear and socks at school for a variety of reasons, including accidents, 

illness, items not available at home, inability of family to wash clothes regularly, 
homelessness, children who dress themselves inappropriately, family issues, etc.
